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The LPSNY welcomes the distinguished Doctor and collector A.G.
Pacholczyk as our newest member. He is the recent author of Central
Lithuania, Specialized Stamp Catalogue, a catalogue intended to
familiarize the collector with specialized Central Lithuanian
philately. It is the first work of its kind published in English, and
the first catalogue of Central Lithuanian stamps in any language
containing detailed information on forgeries, which, unfortunately,
are very abundant. The standard Scott catalogue of stamps dedicated
only one page to issues of Central Lithuania. The present catalogue
discusses postal and semipostal issues, postal stationery, revenues,
proofs, errors, plate varieties and essays in 207 pages with a
considerable degree of detail, and includes a description of the
issues of Samorzad Warwiszki and of their forgeries.

With regard to the 1997
valuations, Scott has changed two important criteria in reaching their opinion of value. First, in
1996, the standard grade for valuation was fine to very fine. Now, in 1997, the standard grade for
valuation has been raised to very fine. Second, (and the changes are quite noticeable with regard to
the Klaipeda (Memel) valuations), Scott makes its first attempt to reflect its opinion of world
market prices.

This issue was designed by H. Ratkevitius at Pa3to Zenklas, and printed offset in sheets of 100 on
white paper with dull gum, perforated 13 1/2, by the Spindulys printing firm, Kaunas. That makes two
recent issues -- the other is the 40 ct Vytis definitive issued May 4 -- printed in Lithuania after years of
farming out the work exclusively to foreign printers. (AK: Is there a member who can tell us when a
Lithuanian firm last printed a Lithuanian stamp?) P-Z also issued a cacheted cover for the first day of
issue, FDC - 7, as well as a special cancel. For my part, the illustrations, based, apparently, on
Lithuanian folk art wood carving, are a welcome change from the slick designs used by most postal
organizations worldwide in an attempt to appeal to the broadest possible collecting audience.

C55-C62
perforuoti ir karpyti, labai blogos kokybés padirbiniai: popierius be vandens
Zymiy, perforacijos labai skiriasi nuo tikry Zenkly. Cia nereikia biti specialistu
kad tuos falsifikatus atpazinti. Nors abi serijos yra labai pigios, bet vistiek
atsiranda ir tokiy, kurie bando kad ir pigius Zenklus falsifikuoti.

Popierius labai prastas, be vandens Zymiy bei perforacijy. Sity Zenkiy
galima prisidirbti labai lengvai su kopijavimo masinom dideliais kiekiais.
Lengviausias bidas tuos kopijuotus Zenklus atpaZinti tai yra pagal kopijos
rasalus, kurie atrodo labai blizgantys, ir patys Zenklai yra Siek tiek mazesni uz
tikruosius.
